ere 323 Angus im
ported from

 Scotland. The Hon. M
.H. Cochrane

had his headquarters in M
ontreal and a ranch in Alberta. He purchased ten anim

als
from

 Scotland in 1881 for the trem
endous sum

 of $9,975. These w
ere the days

w
hen top bulls w

ere selling for $300. 
April 19, 1905 the organizational m

eeting of the Canadian Angus Association w
as

held in the Prince Edw
ard Hotel in Brandon, M

anitoba. 
In 1906 the honourable W

alter Clifford of Austin, M
B w

as the 1st President of the
Canadian Angus Association and w

as follow
ed in office in 1907 for a one year term

by Sam
uel M

artin, Routhw
aite, M

B. 
From

 1912 - 1920, J.D. M
cGregor, Brandon, served as Canadian Angus

President. The longest term
 for a Canadian President in history.
